Dean’s Summer Scholarship Grants
Summer, 2010
Purpose

Augsburg values faculty research and creative projects and thus is making available this opportunity to support faculty work.  The purpose of the Dean’s Summer Scholarship Grants is to support well-defined faculty scholarship projects that are nearing completion.  The expectation is that receipt of the grant will make it possible for faculty to accelerate completion of a significant project.

Description and Eligibility

Three $4,000 Augsburg Summer Scholarship Grants will be awarded for Summer 2010.  All tenure-track faculty who are in at least their second year of their tenure-track contract are eligible to apply. 
Faculty who receive a Dean’s Summer Scholarship Grant are not eligible to teach more than one course during the summer.

Application Process

Please submit a one-to-two-page description of the project, including a summary of work already accomplished and a clear timetable and plan for completion.  Explain how receipt of the Dean’s Summer Scholarship Grant will accelerate project completion.  Please attach a curriculum vitae along with any directly relevant supporting materials.  This information will inform the Faculty Development Committee of the applicant’s history of scholarly activity.  Grant recipients submit a progress report in fall 2009 and a short final report by Feb. 1, 2011.

Submit applications (available on the CTL website) as email attachments no later than 5 pm March 12, 2010 to Terry Martin in the Center for Teaching and Learning (martin@augsburg.edu).  Applications are evaluated by the Faculty Development Committee, recommendations are forwarded to the Dean, and awards are announced in early April.
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
