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■  Year in Review: NSLTEP Winds Down, Interna-
tional Center for Service-Learning in Teacher Educa-
tion at Clemson University to Be Announced

For six  years, a confederation of teacher preparati on
advocates call ing themselves the National Servi ce Learning
in Teacher Education Partnership (NSLTEP) has engaged i n
vari ous activ ities designed to promote and support the
development of service-l earning integration into teacher
education programs. That partnership, co-sponsored for
several years by AACTE, i s coming to an end this fal l. To
reflect on and assess this project, AACTE/NSLTEP held a
symposium precedi ng the AACTE Annual  M eeting on
January 23-24, 2003.

This symposium was attended by over fifty participants. The
highli ghts of the symposium were the presentation of a
revi ew paper assessing the acti vities of the six- year project
and the preliminary announcement of an on-going center
to carry forward the work of NSLTEP (more on this l ater).
