Course Description:  

This course introduces you to the teaching of literature and reading in the middle and high school, and it provides an overview of adolescent literature.  Emphasis will be on instructional strategies and curriculum development intended to help you work with a diverse student population.  In accordance with the standards for effective practice, you will familiarize yourself with “central concepts common to the teaching and learning of communication arts and literature.”  This means that you will effectively utilize skills and approaches that cultivate your students’ interest in reading, nurture their appreciation for literature, and facilitate their ability to find and make meaning through language.    

To these ends, we will explore the innumerable approaches and styles connected with the teaching of communication arts and literature, and we will gladly take the time to talk at length about teaching, the greatest profession.  Finally, as individuals embarking upon careers marked by collaboration and cooperation, and as scholars skilled in the areas of inquiry and critical analysis, you will join in the ongoing academic conversations that accompany the study of pedagogy.  Specifically, you will survey and assess some of what has been said about the teaching of reading and literature, and you will begin to lend your voice to these conversations by developing your own teaching philosophy based on our readings, discussions, and your experiences as an observer in the middle school classroom.
