NUR411- Community Health Nursing II

Guidelines for Applying & Enrolling  
`

Sections of NUR411- Community Health Nursing II – Practicum are offered each trimester in both a traditional 12-week format and one-week to three-week immersion formats.
· Each section is comprised of required clinical practicum experiences (48 ‘clock’ hours) and seminars (28 ‘clock’ hours).
· Immersion sections of N411 will require at least one (maybe two) pre- and post-travel seminars. These seminars are included in the 28 hours of seminar time.
· Enrollment is limited in all N411 sections to ensure the quality of the experience and because clinical sites have limited capacity.  
· Students must register immersion sections of N411 through the Department of Nursing. 

· Enrollment in immersion sections of N411 is based on seniority and (when more students apply for a N411 practicum section than space allows) by lottery. (See selection criteria described below.) 

· A $250 clinical tuition is applied to all NUR411 sections, both traditional and immersions sections.

· Immersion sections of N411 will have added tuition depending on the site in which the practicum is taught
· A $350 non-refundable deposit is required for registration in immersion sections of N411 to hold one’s place in the course. This deposit will be applied to travel costs for the immersion practicum if one is selected to enroll.   
The following sections of N411 are offered each year. Dates are posted on Records and Registration and the Nursing Home Page.

- NUR411P1 – Loc Pine Ridge – Apr 13 – 19, 2008 (Limit: 5 students) 
- NUR411P2 – Loc Pine Ridge – Apr 20 – 26, 2008 (Limit: 5 students)
- NUR411P3 – Loc Pine Ridge – May 11 – 17, 2008 (Limit: 5 students)
- NUR411U – Loc St. Paul/United – Traditional WEC Term

- NUR411A – Loc Minneapolis – Modified immersion and partial WEC Term

- NUR411R – Loc Rochester – Traditional WEC Term

- NUR411N – Loc Namibia – April 10 – 26, 2008 (Limit: 8 students)
Application Process 
Applications to NUR411 immersion sections must be made during the first 3 class weeks of the trimester preceding the immersion course. Application forms are handed out in NUR410 or other nursing classes, or may be requested from the Nursing Department.  Contact Sharon Wade at:  wades@augsburg.edu for forms.  
Students applying for an immersion section of N411 must complete the following:


1)  Confirmation of Enrollment in a Short-term Program


2)  A “Drop – Add” form (See: The Registrar’s Home Page, “Download Registrar’s 
Forms” at  http://www.augsburg.edu/enroll/registrar/forms.html )

Both of the above forms must be submitted via Fax or Snail Mail to Sharon Wade in the Department of Nursing. Fax # 612-330-1676. 
Selection will be determined according to the process described below. 

Selection Process (Applies only to immersion sections of N411)

Selection and notification of enrollment in a NUR411 immersion section will occur during the first 4 - 5 weeks of the trimester preceding the immersion experience.  
Once selections have been made, students will receive e-mail confirmation of their enrollment in the immersion section of N411 of their choice.

At the time of notification of enrollment, additional forms will be required. Sharon Wade will send these out via email.   



Selection Criteria  

In the event of too many students requesting a specific immersion section of N411, the following selection priorities will be implemented:   


1)  Seniors with one to two courses remaining before graduation. 


2)  Graduate students needing N411 to “bridge” into the Master of Arts in 
Nursing (MAN) 


3)  Lottery for all other (Names drawn from a hat.) 

NOTE:  Students who are on academic probation will need to write an essay explaining why they should be allowed to enroll in an immersion course. Faculty reserve the right to ask students to wait for their senior year or demonstrate successful academic work prior to enrolling in a NUR411 immersion course. 
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
