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Important Connections 
Campus Ministry 
Augsburg encourages students to nourish the spiritual dimension of their lives and offers 
many opportunities and activities, no matter what their religious background. The 
Augsburg community gathers daily for a 20-minute ecumenical chapel service where 
students serve as ushers, readers, and musicians. On Monday, Wednesday, and Friday, a 
community time follows, giving students, faculty, and staff an opportunity for 
conversation and refreshments.  All campus offices close during chapel time—10:20 a.m. 
on Mon., Wed., Fri., and 11:20 a.m. on Tues. and Thurs.  Students can participate in 
various activities such as Bible studies, discussion groups, outreach groups, support 
groups, retreats, concerts, tournaments, and the Fellowship of Christian Athletes, as well 
as through peace, justice, and hunger concerns; service to the community; and worship 
assistance (greeters, readers, servers, ushers, publicity, and the newsletter). 
 
Campus Activities and Orientation (CAO) 
Getting involved in campus activities and organizations on campus is the best way for 
students to share similar interests and experiences. CAO coordinates more than 40 
recognized student organizations, with interests including the arts, academics, sports, 
religion, and special interests to name a few. Additionally, CAO works with campus 
leaders to plan and sponsor a wide variety of programs to enhance student leadership 
potential. 
 
Residence Life 
Augsburg is committed to giving students the best opportunities for growth both in and 
out of the classroom. For this reason, Augsburg encourages students to live on campus in 
one of the five residence halls and to take advantage of activities and leadership 
opportunities. Each residence hall is led by a full-time residence hall director.  Depending 
upon the building and population, there are either resident advisors (RA) or community 
advisors (CA).  They are there to help students enjoy the best possible campus 
experience.  In addition, there is a student programming coordinator and facility 
coordinator in each hall. 
 

·  Furniture and Supplies

·  Housing Contracts 
Students who choose to live on campus are required to sign a housing contract that 
includes a commitment to both a residence hall and a meal plan (Luther Hall and 
Oren Gateway have no meal plan.  First Year StepUP students must have a meal plan, 
however). Once the document is signed, students are expected to be familiar with and 
abide by the terms shown in the contract. 
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·  Breaks/Summer Housing 
First year housing located in Urness and Anderson Hall close during the winter break 
and spring break.  Upperclass housing located in Mortensen Hall, Anderson Hall, 
Luther Hall, and Oren Gateway are open during break periods and students may stay 
on campus.  Summer housing is available to all students whether they are taking 
classes, working on campus, or working off campus.  Please refer to the Residence 
Life website for contract dates and information. 
 

Commuter Student Services 
Augsburg has various resources to help commuter students get settled on campus.  
Students can rent a locker, get metro bus/light rail schedules, buy discounted bus/rail 
passes, purchase meal plans for easier access to food on campus, and find plenty of 
spaces to relax, study, or join in discussions with other students.  For more information 
contact Campus Activities and Orientation at 612-330-1418. 
 
Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual, Transgender, Questioning, Intersex and Asexual Services 
LGBTQIA Services works to improve the campus environment for all students, staff, 
faculty, and visitors at Augsburg College by developing and supporting inclusive 
understandings of gender and sexuality, as well as creating a community that honors and 
affirms the wholeness of everyone's identities.

Parking at Augsburg 
Visitor/Guest parking permits for the visitor lots are available through Public Safety 
Dispatch located in the Urness/Mortensen lobby. If you are visiting campus on weekdays 
after 5:00 p.m. or at any time on weekends, you do not need a permit to park in the 
commuter or visitor lots. On-street parking is available according to posted city 
regulations. There is no visitor parking permitted in the resident or faculty/staff lots; they 
are monitored at all times during the school year. 
 
Security/Escort Service 
Escort service is available to or from locations within a 2 block radius of campus.  This 
service is available 24 hours a day to those who request it by contacting Public Safety 
Dispatch at 612-330-1717. 
 
Food Service 
1. Resident Student Board contracts: These are made for the entire academic year, unless 
the student graduates or leaves to study abroad. Students may change their meal plan 
selection only during the first two weeks of each semester. (Students with fewer than 
seven Augsburg course credits may only choose between a partial or full meal plan.) 
2. Guests: Guests are welcome to dine in the Commons Cafeteria provided they purchase 
the meal through the cashier. 
3. Commuter students: Commuter students can purchase a meal plan to make eating on 
campus easier. 
Special dietary arrangements can be made with the food service management. 
 
Health Insurance 
Augsburg does not require students to have or show proof of health insurance, with the 
exception of international students and students who participate in intercollegiate 
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athletics. The College has a contract with UFP-Smiley's Clinic to provide basic health 
care services to students who do not have health insurance.  Students who do not have 
insurance have a $5 co-pay at the time of visit.  (These services are limited and do not 
include emergency services of any kind.)  Students with insurance would have the co-pay 
required by their insurance company.  When making an appointment, the student should 
identify himself/herself as an Augsburg student and show a current Augsburg ID at the 
time of the appointment.  
 
If a student is not covered by a health insurance plan, they may purchase a student health 
insurance policy from The David Agency by calling Tim Donovan at 952-277-0674 
(www.davidagencyinc.com).  The student health insurance plan will be fully explained at 
that time.

Financial Aid Information 
 
Distribution of Aid  
Before any financial aid is applied to the student’s account, the student must submit a 
complete financial aid application as defined on the financial aid website 
http://www.augsburg.edu/enroll/finaid.  The federal, state and institutional financial aid 
listed on the student’s award letter will be applied in equal portions at the beginning of 
each term.  Outside scholarships or grants will be applied to the student’s account when 
they arrive and/or according to donor instructions.  No financial aid will be disbursed 
until the appropriate forms are completed.  This means that for the student and parent 
loans listed on the award letter, you must apply separately by completing the 
application(s) at �www.augsburg.edu/enroll/finaid/loans.html .  The work-study award on 
the award letter is paid directly to the student as he/she works.  The amount listed is not 
guaranteed and the actual amount earned will depend on the hours worked and pay rate.  
Student employees are paid by check on the 15th of each month for hours worked the 
previous month. 
 
Renewal of Financial Aid 
Renewal of financial assistance from any and all sources is not automatic.  It requires an 
annual application and is based on maintaining satisfactory academic progress, meeting 
specific fund requirements, continuing financial eligibility, and availability of funds.  All 
financial aid eligibility is subject to change in federal, state or Augsburg funding 
regulations or appropriations.  Changes in family financial circumstances, enrollment 
level, program of enrollment, or housing arrangements may also cause adjustments in the 
award package.   
 
Application Deadline 
The annual priority deadline for returning students to apply for financial aid is April 15.  
Applications received after the deadline will be processed on a first-come, first-serve 
basis for the remaining available funds.  The student will be reminded of the deadline via 
his/her Augsburg College email account.  Application materials are available online at �

www.augsburg.edu/enroll  sometime in late January. 
  
Payment Options - Monthly Payment Plan 
Students may pay in monthly installments with payments due on the fifth day of each 
month.  A non-refundable fee is due at the time of enrollment in this plan.  As long as 
payments are made in a timely manner, no interest charges accrue on the unpaid balance.

Frequently asked questions 
Q: Will we receive a copy of our student’s grades? 
A: Parents do not receive copies of grades.  The Family Education Rights and Privacy 
Act of 1974 (FERPA) stipulates access to academic records is controlled by the student.  
Grades are officially delivered to students electronically via AugNet Records and 
Registration.  Parents are encouraged to work with their students to remain informed on 
student academic progress. 
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Q: How does the academic advising program work? 
A: The mission of Academic Advising at Augsburg College is to educate students, 
faculty and staff on the Augsburg curriculum and college policies, and to support students 
in the achievement of their educational and vocational goals.  Academic Advising 
supports and supplements the work of faculty advisers by providing general advising 
services to all students.  The advisers in Academic Advising are professionals trained to 
work with students who are new to the college and current students who have questions 
about the general education requirements and interpretation of the academic procedures 
and policies of the college. The office administers entry level assessments to new 
students, registers new students into their first term courses and provides assistance in the 
transition to the college experience.  During their first term at Augsburg, each student is 
assigned a faculty advisor who will provide ongoing academic advice and planning. The 
office is open all year, Monday through Friday with extended hours on Tuesday and 
Thursday evenings.  
 
Q: If my son or daughter experiences difficulty with academic work, whom should 
s/he contact? 
A: The Academic Skills Center is a place on campus where students receive assistance to 
improve their academic skills and strategies by working with a skills coach. Students do 
not pay extra fees to receive these services. The staff is committed to creating an inviting 
atmosphere where students will feel comfortable discussing their academic challenges 
and goals. Information that the students choose to share with staff is not communicated to 
faculty or other staff members. Some of the services provided include: Study skills 
assistance, Test preparation, Tutoring assistance for most lower-division courses and  
Multimedia computer instruction. 
 
Students are encouraged to work with their faculty if they are having difficulties, and to 
contact their faculty advisor. 
 
Q: What is academic probation? 
A: Academic probation is a system for alerting students that their current level of 
academic performance is not moving them toward completion of a degree. Neither 
academic probation nor academic dismissal should be viewed as a punishment; they are 
intended to motivate students to evaluate their options because their current rate of 
academic progress will not enable them to complete a degree at Augsburg. Students on 
academic probation are required to make contact with the Academic Skills Center, 612-
330-1291. The academic skills coaches will talk with students on probation about their 
situation and often design a Plan of Assistance to help them improve their academic 
achievement before allowing them to continue with registration for future terms. 
 
Q: What grade point average (GPA) does my student need to graduate with honors? 
A: The minimum GPA required for Latin honors recognition is 3.60.  Other requirements 
for graduating with Latin honors include completing at least 14 traditionally-graded 
credits at Augsburg and electing to take no more than two credits with P/N grading. 
 
Career Resources 
Q: How do students obtain on-campus employment? 
A: Augsburg’s Human Resources Department lists the known and available student jobs 
on their website at www.augsburg.edu/hr/student. Students contact the supervisor in the 
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matter which is indicated online. Not all departments post their open student jobs on 
Human Resources’ website; for these positions, students must individually go to different 
on-campus departments to see if they have any openings. Once students have received 
employment in a department, then they must come to Human Resources to sign the 
appropriate forms. Please note: Any student can work on-campus as long as they are 
registered for 2.0 credits or above. 
 
On a student’s financial aid award, the work study amounts awarded are not guaranteed 
and must be earned to be received.  Federal and State on-campus employment awards are 
need-based financial aid and will not be included in the student’s earnings for purposes of 
financial aid requests in subsequent years.  Augsburg College’s on-campus employment 
is non-need based and will be reported as income on the student’s financial aid 
application in subsequent years (as would any off-campus earnings).

Q: How important is it to do community service and internships while at Augsburg? 
A: In a recent national employer survey, 88 percent of the respondents ranked related 
work experience as very important when hiring new college grads. One of the best ways 
for students to enhance their college education, develop valuable skills, and get related 
work experience is through community service, volunteering, internships, and summer 
and part-time jobs related to students' majors.  Augsburg is nationally known for its 
experiential education programs allowing students to combine their education with 
hands-on experience. The Center for Service, Work, and Learning lists over 1,000 paid 
and unpaid internships, part-time and summer work opportunities, and also actively 
develops community service-learning opportunities for students through their college 
courses, tutoring, and volunteer work in neighborhood schools and organizations. 
  
Q: What career planning and job search assistance is available for students? 
A: The Center for Service, Work, and Learning provides professional career counseling 
and assessments to help students identify their career goals, personal interests, skills and 
sense of vocation in the world. The center also provides programs and services to assist 
students with choosing majors, career research, networking with alumni and friends of 
the College, job search strategies, résumé writing and interviewing, and exploring 
graduate school. The center posts volunteer, internship and career opportunities on a web-
based posting system call AugPost, invites employers to campus, and is actively involved 
each year in providing various career explorations events, career fairs and the Minnesota 
Private College Job and Internship  Fair and the MN Education Career Fair. Contact the 
Center for Service, Work, and Learning staff at 612-330-1148 or

Q: Are there opportunities for my son or daughter to participate in an off 
campus/study abroad program? 
A: Yes! All Augsburg students are encouraged to make international and off-campus 
study a part of their educational experience. These experiences can fulfill graduation 
requirements and the Augsburg Experience requirement. In addition to academic 
knowledge about their discipline and a particular country/region of the world, students 
gain a greater sense of self, their place in the world, and personal leadership skills that 
help them to succeed in the future.

The Augsburg Abroad office (in 200 Murphy Place, 612-330-1650) provides study 
abroad support through academic, financial, and personal study abroad advising as well 
as orientation and re-entry programming for students. A study abroad resource library is 
available to help students plan an international learning experience. 
 
Augsburg offers over 200 programs in over 60 different countries worldwide. This 
includes its own quality programs through the Center for Global Education (CGE), the 
Higher Education Consortium for Urban Affairs (HECUA), and the International Partners 
program (IP). Students may choose to study abroad for a summer, semester or a year; 
they can take advantage of Augsburg faculty-led short-term programs abroad, usually 2-5 
weeks in length, in January or in the summer. The cost for many study abroad programs 
is comparable to studying on campus; any financial aid will transfer.

Telephones, Computers, and Technology 
The TechDesk is Augsburg's central point of contact for all student technology questions.  
TechDesk staff are always happy to help, and can be reached via phone at 612-330-1400, 
via email at techdesk@augsburg.edu, or online at http://www.augsburg.edu/techdesk.  
Please contact the TechDesk if you have any questions that are not answered here! 
 
Q: What telephone services are available to my student? 
A: The College provides one active phone line per residential space as part of the room 
cost. In most residence halls, students must provide their own telephone to connect to the 
phone line.  Voicemail and call-waiting services are available at a nominal cost to all 
resident students. Students may sign up for these services online at 
http://www.augsburg.edu/techdesk (click on "Campus Resources" on the left side, then 
"Telephones"). Because most students use a cell phone or have a calling card, long 
distance service is not provided through the residence hall room phone line. 
  
Q: Does the College provide Internet access? 
A: Yes, all of Augsburg’s residence halls are provided with both wired (Ethernet) and 
wireless internet access, allowing any resident student with a properly equipped computer 
to access the Internet from his/her room. Students will need their AugNet username and 
password in order to access the Internet from the residence halls. For assistance, students 
should contact the TechDesk. 
   
Q: Are there computers available for use on campus? 
A: In addition to computer-equipped classrooms, Augsburg maintains a 24-hour 
computer lab in the lobby of the Urness/Mortensen residence halls and provides laptops 
for checkout and use in Lindell Library. There are also web kiosks in the Christensen 
Center.  Some departments also maintain smaller computer labs for specialized use.  In 
total there are more than 250 computers available to students on the Augsburg campus. 
 
Q: Does the College recommend a certain type of computer? 
A: Augsburg supports both Macintosh and Windows computers. 
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Q: Will my student have access to e-mail? 
A: Yes, every student is automatically assigned an e-mail account which students can 
activate online at http://www.augsburg.edu/techdesk under the link labeled "Activate my 
Account". E-mail is accessible anywhere, on- or off-campus, through a web browser. 
Accounts remain active throughout a student’s Augsburg career. 
 
Q: What security does Augsburg provide for its students? 
A: Augsburg is an urban campus and is committed to maintaining high standards for 
safety and security in the residence halls. Security is of utmost concern to staff, and is a 
shared responsibility between students and the College. In order to enhance the security 
of the residence halls, all exterior doors are kept locked 24 hours a day, and both students 
and staff security monitor the exterior and interior of the halls. While these actions are 
part of safety, each resident shares responsibility for maintaining a safe and secure 
environment. For all emergencies on campus, dial 612-330-1717. The Augsburg Security 
24-hour service desk is located in the Urness/Mortensen Hall lobby. 
 
Q: What is Augsburg’s policy about alcohol and other drugs? How is it enforced? 
A:  The alcohol policy states in part, “Augsburg College does not condemn nor condone 
the use of alcoholic beverages.” Augsburg is committed to the prevention of alcohol 
abuse and the illegal use of alcohol and other drugs.  The College prohibits the unlawful 
possession, use, manufacture, or distribution of alcohol or other drugs by students, 
faculty, staff, and guests on the College campus or at College-related programs or 
activities. Other drugs prohibited by this policy include, but are not limited to, marijuana, 
cocaine, cocaine derivatives, heroin, amphetamines, barbiturates, hallucinogens, 
tranquilizers, and inhalants. Students residing in College housing who have reached legal 
drinking age have the right to make their own decisions regarding possession and 
consumption of alcoholic beverages in their residences. In case any student or group is 
accused of violating the alcohol policy [the student or group] will be reviewed by the 
dean of students or designee, and (if necessary), sanctions will be determined according 
to the College’s Disciplinary Policy and Procedures <www.augsburg.edu/studentguide/>.

Advent Vespers 
Advent Vespers celebrates the beginning of the Christmas season with traditional and 
contemporary hymns, anthems, and carols. Entertaining an audience of nearly 8,000 
annually, this event is held in the beautifully renovated Central Lutheran Church in 
downtown Minneapolis.

MLK Convocation 
Celebrating the life of the Rev. Dr. Martin Luther King Jr., Augsburg’s Pan-Afrikan 
Center takes primary responsibility for this celebration. This annual event is held on the 
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national holiday designated for Dr. King, and celebrates the start of the spring semester 
for the day program. 
 
Late Night Breakfast 
Late Night Breakfast is an annual event put on by the Office of Residence Life to 
encourage students to take a nutritious study break from final exams, usually the Monday 
of finals week each semester. 
 
Peace Prize Forum 
In cooperation with the Norwegian Nobel Institute, five Midwestern colleges of the 
Evangelical Lutheran Church in America sponsor the annual Nobel Peace Prize Forum. 
The colleges, all founded by Norwegian immigrants, sponsor the forum to give 
recognition to Norway’s international peace efforts and to offer opportunities for Nobel 
Peace Prize laureates, diplomats, scholars, and the general public to share in dialogue on 
the dynamics of peacemaking and the underlying causes of conflict and war.

Q: What is the ACTC? 
A: The Associated Colleges of the Twin Cities consist of Augsburg College, the College 
of St. Catherine, the University of St. Thomas, Hamline University, and Macalester 
College. This cooperative agreement among the schools allows full-time undergraduate 
students the opportunity to cross register for courses or programs on another campus. 
Each academic year the ACTC produces a joint class schedule of the courses offered at 
each institution for the fall and spring semesters, and lists cross-registration policies, 
procedures, and the academic calendar dates/deadlines for the year. For further 
information about the ACTC, contact the registrar’s office.
